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It is fantastic to report that the GCSE results in 2007 were the best in 

the schoolõs history as a mixed comprehensive school and showed a 10% 

rise in the key 5 A* -C  figure over the last five years.  The major     

benchmarks now stand at least 53%  5 A* -C and, significantly, 38%     

5A* -C including English and Maths (an increase of 8% on the previous 

year).  We were also delighted that 95% of our students achieved 5 A* -G 

passes.   
 

We are confident that this improvement will continue because of:  
 

An emphasis on teaching quality  

New initiatives on developing students as learners  

Even better behaviour management  

A relentless focus on examination standards  
 

Individual successes were again stunning and we hope to recognise these 

in a later edition of the newsletter.  
 

At Sixth Form level, we saw 81 students achieve their places at            

university, including Vicky Sampson at Cambridge University.  Again there 

were some significant individual success.

Support under part IV of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999.  
 

It means that your child could get over £240 worth of meals each year at no 

cost to the family budget.  Also, when you claim your right to free school 

meals, most children will also qualify for School Clothing Allowance, which 

helps with providing clothes for school.  It is worth £26 per child per year.
