Students attending the SDC are all set to  

exercise their ôgreen fingersõ after the  

securing of outside funding for a horticulture 

project. Mr Dunnell, the SDC Manager was  

delighted to collect a cheque for over £1000 

pounds from the West Yorkshire Police  

following a bid in conjunction with the  

Extended Schools Network. The money is to be 

used  to purchase a green house and other  

gardening supplies in order to allow Hanson  

students, who use the SDC and  

mentoring team, to experience horticulture the 

whole year round.  

Within the alternative curriculum routes  

offered by the Student Development Centre, 

three students have been entered for ASDAN 

Bronze award moderation and are expected to 

receive their Bronze Award certificates in the 

near future. The Student Development Centre 

is now also offering ASDAN òLife Skillsó award 

to Year 10 students and the ASDAN òNew  

Horizonsó course to a number of Year 7 and 8 

students.

WORK RELATED LEARNING 
 

As part of our Alternative Provision at Hanson School, we offer some of our Year 10 & 

11 students the opportunity to study vocational qualifications in partnership with  

external training providers.   

Whilst core subjects (English, Maths, Science, and Technology) are studied at school; 

students work towards their vocational qualifications at:  
 

Christopher Paul Training  - NVQ L1 & 2 in Hairdressing  

Bradford College    - NVQ L1 & 2 in Childcare  

Academy 4 Learning   - 1st  Certificate in Construction  

City Training Services   - NVQ L 1 & 2 in Motor Vehicle Maintenance  

Shipley College   - IT & Horticulture   
 

The aim of this provision is to:   

 Develop workplace skills  

Develop personal & social skills  

Gain qualifications for future learning and employment  

Gain an enjoyment of learning.  
 

We also have students on extended placements who work from 1 to 4 days per week in 

various vocational areas such as Hairdressing, Mechanics, Building, Plumbing and many 

more. 

 

BARGE PROJECT 2008 
For the fourth year running, Hanson is giving over one  

hundred students an opportunity to experience, at first hand,  

boating on the Leeds -Liverpool canal in  a 54 foot long, wide beam 

barge called ôThe Two Shiresõ.  Students will learn about boating 

and all that it entails in a leisurely and comfortable  

environment.  
 

The barge trips will be shared across the year groups and a different group will be 

allocated to each outing.  The dates have now been finalised and will take place  

after school between 3rd June and 8th July.  
 

There will also be a residential (Friday, 11th July to Friday, 18th July) where the 

barge will be used as a resource for most of the activities and for cooking, eating 

and washing.  The evenings will be spent camping on private land close to where the 

boat is moored.  We shall be sailing to Liverpool and will spend the day visiting the 

Tall Ships site, along one of the most famous waterfronts in the world.
