m POSITIVE BEHAVIOUR m

The new school year has seen our students return in a very smart uniform,
emphasising the positive behaviour which creates a good learning
environment for all. We are delighted with the continued emphasis of staff
and parents upon praise and rewards in recognition of all our students who
show such attitudes and progress with learning.

Our evaluation of any misbehaviour displayed in the last academic year
highlighted a tiny minority of students whose negative behaviour choices,
when repeated, can impact upon the learning of others. This September we
have introduced, therefore an addition to our behaviour code intended to
improve the learning environment even further. Students choosing negative
behaviour will receive a point score graded on severity. An accumulation of
such points, gained by more persistent offenders, leads to a certainty of
whole school sanction which ranges from a day in Remove through to an
extended placement in our new Exclusion Room Facility. The new system
has been warmly welcomed by students in assemblies and tutorials as a
further strategy to sustain good learning behaviour.
