KEY STAGE  3 

 

We are pleased to see that the number of students who 

achieved level 5 or better in their English SATs improved 

by 6% in the summer.   This represented good progress, 

which we are confident can be maintained this year.  We 

were also pleased that the number of students achieving 

level 6 or 7 improved by 8% on last year.  
 

KEY STAGE  4 
 

Results in English Language at GCSE  improved for the fifth 

year running.  54% of students achieved a ôCõ grade or        

better, which was 2% higher than the previous year.  Even 

more pleasing was the massively increased number of        

students who achieved top grades ñ17 gained A* grades and 

18 gained As.  Similarly, many students achieved top grades 

in English Literature (19 As; 8 A*s) .  Nevertheless, our aim 

for this year is to ensure that even more students achieve 

top A* -C grades, in both Language and Literature.

It is fantastic to report that currently there are 89 students studying A 

Level within the English Faculty:  The subjects being studied are:  English 

Literature & Language, English Literature and Media Studies.  We are       

delighted with these numbers and the potential of the students.
