General information about Hanson Sixth Form

Hanson Sixth Form is a mixed community of 360 students. We have over 30
courses on offer, including traditional A Levels, Applied A Levels and a range of
vocational courses. These courses are offered at three different levels, appropriate
to ability and learning style. Some courses are exam based but many include
coursework, practical work and continuous assessment. In addition, some courses
have an integrated work experience component and some involve weekly
placement with a training provider.

Facilities

We are fortunate to have our own canteen which is open daily from 8am, serving hot
and cold meals and drinks. In terms of study facilities, we have a designated study
room which is open all day and students can also access library resources and
computer rooms.

Pastoral care

We place a strong emphasis on pastoral care within the Sixth Form. Each Year 12
student is assigned a form tutor with whom they spend the first 15 minutes of the
school day. In addition to tutor time, the form tutor meets individually with each
student every half term in a personal interview where academic and personal
progress is discussed.

The Sixth Form team also includes a full time student support officer and personal
counsellor. Students can make appointments to discuss any issues that affecting

their progress, be this academic, financial or emotional.
